Mathematics Course Placement Criteria

University of Louisville 2011
Initial Mathematics course placement is based on the student’s highest ACT (or SAT) Mathematics Sub-score as listed in the table below. Students with ACT Math Sub-score less than the sub-score needed for initial placement in the desired course should take a placement exam: 
· Students with ACT Math Sub-score of 0–18 (SAT 200-450) MUST take the COMPASS exam. 

· Students with Math ACT Sub-score of at least 19 (SAT at least 460) but less than what is required for their desired course should take the UofL Mathematics Challenge Placement Exam. 

· Engineering Students with ACT Math Sub-score of at least 24 (SATI of at least 560) do not take the UofL Math Placement Exam.

· Students with an ACT Math Subscore of 25-26 (SAT of 580-600) who need Math 205 may take the COMPASS Calculus Readiness Test, take the prerequisite Math 190 or the CLEP Precalculus exam.

(a) Students with a 21 – 22 Math ACT Sub-score who need Math 111 are strongly encouraged to enroll in a Supplemented Section of Math 111 to avoid taking a remedial course. (Supplemented Sections meet 4 days per week and require an attendance contract during the first class.) Otherwise enroll in MT 080. (Challenge to MT 080 by U of L Math Placement exam). 

(b) Students with a 19 Math ACT Sub-score will be initially placed in MT 080 Intermediate Algebra, but should take the UofL Math Placement exam for possible higher placement. 

Students seeking a B. A. in the Social Sciences, Humanities, Arts, or Music and who have a 19-20 Math ACT Sub-score are strongly encouraged to enroll in a Supplemented Section of Math 105 Intro to Contemporary Math to satisfy the General Education Mathematics Requirement and avoid taking a remedial course. (Supplemented Sections meet 4 days per week and require an attendance contract.) If not, enroll in MT 080. (Challenge to MT 080 by U of L Math Placement exam.)

Note: Successful completion of Math 105 does not qualify a student for Math 107, 109, or 111.
