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Owen C. Schlaug, Jr.
Member of the Month – May 2008
It is with tremendous honor that the Tampa Bay Alumni Club has selected Owen Schlaug as its May 2008 Member of the Month.  Owen has dedicated many years in support of the U of L Alumni Clubs.  He was a founding member of the Chicago Alumni Club in 1984, served on its Steering Committee for 10 years, and was President for the 1988-1990 years.  The Chicago Alumni Club was chosen as the “Most Improved” Club in 1989-1990 year.  Owen retired on July 1, 1993 and moved to Belleair, FL.  He has served on the Steering Committee of the TBAC for 7 years and is the current President of the TBAC.
Owen was born in Louisville in Jan. 1937 – just before the Great Flood.  As a youngster, he loved sports – playing baseball, football, and basketball, and running track. But in Aug. 1950, he came down with polio.  That changed his life.  And golf became his number one sport.  He shot an 81 at the Shawnee Golf Course in the Summer of 1954.                                                                   
He entered MIT in the Fall of 1954 with the thought of becoming a Physicist, and pledged the Alpha Theta Chapter of Sigma Chi.  But physics was not his cup of tea.  Owen transferred to the University of Louisville in the Fall of 1956.  Became very active in student and campus activities.  Was tapped by Omicron Delta Kappa honorary fraternity, made Who’s Who in American Colleges and Universities, and graduated in May 1958 with a BSC in Management.  He entered the University of Michigan  in the Fall of 1958 and graduated in June 1960 with an MBA in Actuarial Science.
He met Lyn, his wonderful wife-to-be, as a blind date after the Navy football game in Sept. 1958.  They were pinned by Christmas, engaged in the Summer of 1959, and married on Thanksgiving Day 1959.  They have 3 wonderful children and 4 healthy and bright grandchildren.  They say they have been very fortunate.  They have lived in Louisville, KY, Washington, D.C. and Miami, FL; before settling in Wheaton, IL in 1973 for 20 years.            
Owen became an Associate of the Society of Actuaries in May 1964, a Member of the American Academy of Actuaries in 1965, and a Fellow of the Conference of Consulting Actuaries in 1968.  For almost 30 years, he was employed as a Consulting Actuary for Watson Wyatt Worldwide (formerly, The Wyatt Company).  His practice was primarily with Pension Plans and Defined Contribution Plans.
After retiring from WWW’s Chicago Office, Lyn and Owen moved to Florida.  They joined the Belleair Country Club in Nov. 1993.  Owen  has served on the (1) Board of Neighborly (Senior Services) Care for 5 years, (2) Board of Belleair Civic Association for 3 years, (3) BCC Finance Committee for 3 years, and (4) BCC West Course Renovation Committee for 2 years.
