Description:

 Paying for College
Description:

The financial benefits of a college education will last a lifetime but some choose not to attend college because they think they can’t afford it. They may choose not to go to college despite having met the admission requirements. If tuition were free, then everyone could attend college. But, it is not.  However, there are many sources of money available for students even if the family has little or no money.  If students are willing to start thinking early about college and plan to enroll while in high school, financing college becomes more manageable.  In this activity students will discover ways and means for obtaining an affordable education.  Sources of financial aid will be discussed as well as KEES and FAFSA (the Free Application for Federal Student Aid).

Directions:  Financial aid is one of the biggest worries for prospective college students and their families. Some students don’t “think college” because they think their families cannot afford it.  Before you decide you can’t afford college look at the various ways you can pay for college listed below.  You may want to discuss with your mentor how he/she pays for college.  Your teacher may also be willing to share with you how he/she paid for college.
· U.S. Department of Education – provides $40 billion a year in aid for college students.
· Federal Financial Aid – the U.S. Department of Education offers three ways to pay for college:
●Grants – money that a student does not have to pay back if they keep a certain grade point average.
●Work-study – students may work on campus to help them with school expenses.

●Loans – money available to students but must be paid back after college.

· United States Military – offers to pay for all or part of a college education after one serves in the Army, Air Force, Navy, Marines, Coast Guard.
●Military Academies – all the military branches offer a no cost education to those who are willing to serve the country. Academies are offered only for highly qualified students.

●Reserved Officer Training Corps (ROTC) – 

Offers scholarships to students interested in joining the military for a period of years after college.  The pay back is usually at a rate of two – three years for each year of college.  Refer to military.com for more information or google ROTC.
· AmeriCorps – community service program that allows students to earn      

      grant money.
· State Financial Aid – Kentucky offers KEES scholarships for those who    

       maintain a certain grade point average in high school and it is renewable    

       during college if grade point average requirements are met.  Also check out

       KHEAA Programs at www.kheaa.com for scholarships and grants.

· Private Scholarships and Loans – many businesses, civic organizations, foundations, and community organizations provide financial aid.  Furthermore, financial aid may be provided by organizations such as the Rotary Club, Lions Club, Kentucky Energy Co-op, local extension offices, etc

· College Savings – Families need to start early.  A tax-free Education IRA and/or custodial savings account may be set up.
The website, www.gohigherky.org  is a great site to check out all the sources of financial aid available. Be sure to check out KHEAA Programs on the website, www.kheaa.com for scholarships, grants, and work-study opportunities.



Do Grades Make a Difference?

You will also earn a bonus award of up to $500 by achieving a composite score of 15 or better on the ACT or 710 or better on the SAT.  KEES awards can be used at any participating school in Kentucky. Do well in high school and continue to do well in college and KEES monies will available.  Earn KEES monies by staying in high school.  Continue to do well in college and KEES monies stay with you. Check out the chart below to see how much you can earn.

His senior year grade point average is 3.80.

Degree – an academic award or title requiring a longer study period than a high school diploma or GED.





Major – a subject or course of study chosen by a student, representing their main interest or career goals upon which the student will concentrate.  





Tuition – the cost of courses/classes you will take in college.  There are two kinds of tuition – full-time tuition – (4 classes) or part-time tuition – (less than 4 classes).





Undergraduate - a student in a university or college who is taking college classes and working toward a degree.  





Student - to-Teacher Ratio - the number of students per teacher in a classroom setting.





College/University – an institution of higher education where one can earn a degree or certification after receiving a high school diploma or GED.





Associate Degree – a degree granted by a two or four year college after successful completion of a planned two years of undergraduate course of study.





Bachelor’s Degree – a degree awarded after a four year course of study.





Master’s Degree – a degree awarded for completion of a course of study 


beyond a bachelor’s degree, usually requiring one-two years of specialized study.





Doctorate – the highest college degree awarded.  A doctorate is also called a Ph.D. or an  Ed.D., usually requiring four-six years of study beyond a bachelor’s degree.





ACT/SAT – standardized test that measures your academic readiness for college





College Admissions Requirements – four year institutions may require one or more of the following: ACT/SAT scores, high school transcripts, application fee, essay, letters of recommendations, personal interview

Possible Answers:


It is important to save and pay for as much as one can for college expenses so that you do not have a lot of debt when you graduate.


Financial aid is based on need.  But there are other factors that determine the needs of each family.


Living at home is one way to cut costs. But, don’t forget to plan for meal costs, travel, and parking.


Students often help pay for college expenses, however, the family usually helps with college expenses too.

Federal Pell Grant - provides need-based grants to low-income undergraduate and certain post baccalaureate students to promote access to postsecondary education. Students may use their grants at any one of approximately 5,400 participating postsecondary institutions. Grant amounts are dependent on: the student’s expected family contribution (EFC); the cost of attendance (as determined by the institution); the student’s enrollment status (full time or part time); and whether the student attends for a full academic year or less
