Examples of Fieldwork

The fieldwork experience is described in an individual contract jointly designed by the Fieldwork Site Supervisor, student, and University Coordinator. Contract is for a predetermined number of credit hours and describes (1) terminal and enabling objectives, (2) the activities to meet the objectives, (3) the methods of Evaluation, (4) the form of the Products.

The following are typical placements and products.
1.
A student could work with an administrator in a technical college.  The student would take on specific projects involving program and staff management.  The student would learn the project management role in a public post-secondary institution.

2.
A student might work in an organizational setting to determine a proper intervention to solve a problem.  The student could conduct an analysis to determine how to reduce the high number of back injuries in a warehouse.  The student might discover that work processes would remedy the situation and would develop a plan to modify work processes.  Or, if the analysis shows that training would remedy the situation, the student could develop a safety training program. 

3.
A student might work as a training coordinator for nursing services at a local hospital.  The student could conduct a needs assessment, develop, implement and evaluate a training program for health professionals 

4.
A student might work as a training designer in the Management Training Division of a local corporation.  The student would be responsible for the analysis, design, and development of a short training program that covers "communication skills for managers.” 

5.
A student might work as a counselor in a government-training program.  The student would practice vocational advisement, explain job finding and job keeping, provide personal and social counseling, and learn to interact in a helping manner with people who have not succeeded in the world or work.  The Department of Labor also offers training programs that the intern could become familiar with in this situation. 

6.
A student could work at a local community college under the supervision of one of the faculty members.  The student might have a choice of doing a traditional student teaching internship or a special project under the guidance of the assigned faculty member.  An example of project would be to develop pre-test, post-test and objectives for continuing education programs.

7.
The student could work in a military organization as an instructor and/or curriculum developer.  Several choices might be available to become involved in selected aspects of training development and implementation.  An example of this would be responsibility for developing a training program for operating a new device.
