2. Copy of your official Student Aid Report (SAR, page 1): Fill out Free 
Application For Student Aid (FAFSA) form, submit the form either by mail or 
Internet to the Federal Student Aid Programs. Upon receipt of the SAR, 
please attach a copy of page to the scholarship application (applications 
that do not include the SAR will not be processed). 
3. Students must submit a brief  (no more 
than 100 words) delineating  his/her aspiration to complete student teach-
ing  in an OVEC  district. 
4. Additional information, which does not appear elsewhere in the 
application materials, may be submitted if it would assist in evaluating the 
applicant’s request for financial assistance.
