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2007 Southeast Collegiate 
Cyber Defense Competition
A regional competition for the National CCDC

On March 9-11, 2007, UNC Charlotte will be hosting the 2007 Southeast Collegiate Cyber Defense Competition (CCDC).  The winning team of 2007 Southeastern CCDC (SECCDC) will compete with other regional champions in the National CCDC in April 2007. The goal of the competition is to elevate the quality of information assurance education and to better prepare our students for the information security industry. 
Competition history

In spring 2006 four regional CCDC events were held. Regional Champions, along with a team fielded jointly by five U.S. Military Academies competed in the National CCDC in San Antonio Texas late April 2006. The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) was a major sponsor of the 2006 national CCDC. Kennesaw State University organized the Southeastern CCDC in 2006.
Competition format
The competition focuses on the operational aspect of managing and protecting an existing network infrastructure.  Scoring will be based on the performance of operational task of assuming administrative and protective duties for an existing “commercial” network.  Teams must be able to demonstrate their ability to detect and respond to outside threats, maintain availability of existing services such as mail servers and web servers, respond to business requests such as the addition or removal of additional services, and balance security needs against business needs.  

Teams involved in this competition include:

· Academic student teams – teams consisting of graduate and undergraduate students from regional institutions who will compete in the SECCDC. 

· Red teams – groups of information security professionals from volunteer commercial organizations who will assess the abilities of the teams to defend their networks and systems.  
· White teams – groups of information technology and information security academics and professionals who will serve as team judges and evaluators.  

· Gold team – the administrative faculty and professionals who will conduct the exercise, control the flow and timing of the events and injections, and who will serve as mediators for disputes and challenges.
Academic student team requirements and registration deadlines
· Each team can have up to 8 students. At most two of the students can be graduate students. All students must be full time students (registered for at least 12 credit hours for undergraduates and 9 credit hours for graduates). 

· At most one team per school with a full time faculty member serving as faculty advisor.

· Teams must declare intent to participate by Jan. 15, 2007 and pay a non-refundable registration fee of $150 to partially cover the cost of food.

· Registration will be on a first-come-first serve basis. The competition can accommodate a maximum of 10 teams.

· Teams are responsible for travel and accommodations.
