Severe Weather Policy

If the weather or road conditions pose a serious hazard to your commute to class, use your own judgment as to whether or not you make the trip.  If you decide not to attend class, it is important that you inform your instructor of your decision and explain the situation as it pertains to your region.  If the class is held (and you are absent due to your judgment to not traveling to class), you are responsible for making up all assignments and collecting class notes/handouts. It is possible that if you have missed a significant in-class activity, the instructor may request you do a make-up activity to account for the exercises/experiences you  missed in class. If the entire class is cancelled due to weather or road conditions, the instructor will decide how best to make up the material that was scheduled for that cancelled class. This could include an extra class session sometime during the semester, adding some time to subsequent class(es), use of Blackboard, etc.
