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As of September 30, 2009, The 

Partnership to Prevent Child Abuse 

(PPCA) successfully completed im-

plementing a two-year, $1 million 

dollar grant from the U.S. Depart-

ment of Justice, Office of Juvenile 

Justice and Delinquency Prevention. 

The partnership consisted of Family 

and Children Place (F&CP), a non-

profit advocacy and treatment cen-

ter; Exploited Childrenôs Help Or-

ganization (ECHO), an organization 

that educates families and children 

about abuse; and the Kent School of 

Social Work, which provided training 

in best practices and provided over-

all program evaluation.  

 

The Partnership to Prevent Child 

Abuse (PPCA) provided capacity 

building funding and trained 14 

neighborhood, faith, and community 

based organizations on prevention 

of child abuse. These organizations 

included A Vision of Hope Ministries, 

Coleridge Taylor Elementary, Evan-

gelical Church Winning All, Family 

Place, Gutermuth Elementary, Home 

of the Innocents, Kentucky Depart-

ment of Corrections, Midwest 

Church of Christ, Neighborhood 

House, Plymouth Community Re-

newal Center, Walnut Street Baptist 

Church, Wesley House Community 

Services, YMCA Safe Place, and Zion 

Missionary Baptist Church. 

PPCA educated 3,800 Louisville-

area adults and children on 

steps to take to respond to sus-

pected instances of abuse, and 

provided funding so that up to 

150 families could receive treat-

ment services for child abuse.  

Some of the specific training and 

education activities included: 

sessions for children and youth on 

internet safety, say ñnoò and pro-

tecting themselves from abuse; 

a program for teenagers on 

Shaken Baby Syndrome; 

a program about measures that 

adults who work with children can 

take to greatly reduce the oppor-

tunities for abuse;   

a comprehensive two-hour train-

ing session for adults interested in 

preventing and reacting effec-

tively to suspected abuse and; 

A specialized training program to 

address child sexual abuse 

 

The project has had an overall posi-

tive response from program partici-

pants as well as community organiza-

tions. Pre-post surveys of persons 

attending the educational programs 

shows significant increases in their 

knowledge about child abuse after the 

training, greater comfort level in help-

ing victims and dealing with perpetra-

tors, and greater confidence in know-

ing what to do if faced with a situa-

tion where abuse has occurred. Simi-

larly, feedback received about the 

project from participating agencies 

has also been positive, such as: 

ñMany parents and staff were 

unaware of the statistics as they 

relate to child abuse.  The per-

sonal stories shared by members 

of the Clothesline Project é made 

it easier for participants to talk 

about what had happened to them 

in the past and to ask questions 

about how they could keep their 

own children safe.ò
