First Step to Success is a collaborative
home and school intervention program,
delivered by a behavioral coach and last-
ing approximately two months, that is
geared for regular kindergarten class-
room settings and designed to help at-
risk children get off to the best start pos-
sible in their school careers. First Step is
an early intervention designed to achieve
secondary prevention goals and out-
comes within the context of schooling.

In December, the Oregon Research Insti-
tute (PIs: Hill Walker and Ed Feil) were
awarded a five-year grant to conduct
research and development activities that
will adapt the First Step to Success early
intervention program for effective use
with children in Head Start and state-
funded preschool. The adapted version of
the First Step program would provide
Head Start and other preschool consum-
ers, staff, and professionals with a
proven intervention option that will pro-
duce the following benefits: 1) ameliora-
tion and/or elimination of serious behav-

ior problems such as aggression, opposi-
tion- defiance, and other indicators of
emerging antisocial behavior and exter-
nalizing behavior disorders; 2) improve-
ments in the target child’s critically im-
portant relationships with the key social
agents of parents and caregivers, teach-
ers and peers; and 3) substantially im-
proved school readiness.

The University of Louisville will have a
subcontract over the course of the grant
to implement project activities in Ken-
tucky, in collaboration with the JCPS
Early Childhood program. In January the
research team began a pilot test using a
multiple baseline design with two waves
(three to four children per wave) in Ore-
gon and Kentucky. In Fall 2009 50 class-
rooms (25 in Oregon, 25 in Kentucky)
will be recruited and randomly assigned
to First Step (Full intervention) or
Teacher training only conditions. Two
children per classroom screened to be at
high risk for the development of opposi-
tional and conduct disorders will be re-

s
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cruited in each classroom based on
screening data. The children in the First
Step classrooms will receive the interven-
tion and follow-up data will be collected
for all children in Kindergarten and 1%
Grade. These procedures will be repli-
cated with two additional cohorts in fall
2010 and 2011.

For a family who grew up in South Africa
with temperatures that averaged around

without electricity could have been per-
ceived as a major disaster in our lives,
Instead, we experienced the blessings of
warmth generated by our children, friends
and neighbors. My college kids all came
home, because even without electricity,
they felt safe with us. My oldest son took
charge of getting the batteries from the
camper charged at his girlfriend’s house
that had electricity. My daughter took
control of entertainment and made sure
we went to the movies often to warm up.
She also picked the DVD’s to watch on the
laptop, charged with batteries from our
camper, in front of the fireplace. My sec-
ond son took it upon him to take charge of
the fireplace, chopping wood in freezing
temperatures and not leaving the house to
visit his girifriend, because he was afraid
the fire would die and we would be with-
out heat. My youngest son adopted the
two dogs and made sure they were com-
fortable, and then of course he picked all
the board games we had to play. Our
neighbors made frequent visits to our
house — we were from Africa, but we un-
derstood camping and therefore provided
warm coffee made on the gas stove in the
camper, warm food made in the snow
outside in a Dutch oven, and bottles of
wine to share companionship with them.
We were the family who went to run er-
rands for them and ourselves, because we
had a 4x4 and could get out of the drive-
way. When some of our church friends
started to get their electricity back, we
