Introduction

The roots of KehSchool date back to 1918 when special courses for social welfare workers were
offered through the auspices of the Louisville Welfare League. These courses were offered on a regular
basis until 1923 when the program became affiliated with the Univefdityuisville. For the nexi3
years, organized courses on the undergraduate level were offered by the University. In 1926,emfull
graduate program was established as the Graduate Division of Social Administration. The program
became known as the Ragnd A. Kent School of Social Work in honor of a former president of the
University of Louisville. In 1994, the Family Therapy Program was added to the school, through which
counseling in marriage and family therapy is offered. And in 1997 the Univefdituisville and the
University of Kentucky combined to offer a collaborative program of doctoral study in social work.

Mission

The Kent School of Social Work seeks to prepare-gqugilified social workers who practice
from a strong professional valbase to serve the metropolitan mission of the university. Our graduates
promote social justice through their practices with diverse client systems. In the context of a research
institution, Kent School is committed to knowledge development that infayoial svork practice,
recognizing the importance of interdisciplinary collaboration to solve complex social problems.

Social Work Profession

Social work is a profession concerned with the prevention and amelioration of social problems
and the enhancement of the quality of human life. Social workers achieve these goals through direct
practce with individuals, families, groups, and community organizations; advocacy; social planning;
social policy analysis and formulation; research; and administration. Social work practice helps people
mobilize their resources to deal with present circuntgsiand to enlarge their prospects for the future.
Since problems of the individual cannot be seen in any meaningful way in isolation from the broad social
and community context in which they occur, social work also takes a leadership role in bringing abou
institutional and social change.

The Education Program

MSSW CURRICULUM

Curriculum

Cognitive Flexibility Theory ase@leloped by Spiro (1990) guides the underlying curriculum
philosophy. The main premise of the curriculum is to provide students strategies to learn challenging
materials, to encourage flexibility in the use of knowledge, and to change the underlyirgf ways
thinking. At the end of their studies students will achieve a deeper, more complex understanding of social
work, they will be able to critically evaluate and contemplate the material while experimenting with the
flexible application of the knowledge avariety of contexts. This higher order of thinking that will be
developed and promoted with the curriculum is referred to as critical thinking.

This curriculum philosophy responds well to social work as an ever changing and evolving
profession whicliesponds to the radically changing needs and demands of society. It is impossible for
any curriculum to address each problem or case example social work graduates may face in their practice.
Coghnitive flexibility theory provides avenues and tools fodshis to integrate their learning experiences
in such a way as to maximize their potential to meet the demands of the profession upon graduation. The
curriculum i s designed to enhance studentsod abil.
make decisions that contribute to the quality and health of these clients systems. The focus will also be
on decisions that promote social justice. The curriculum is designed to deliver graduate social workers
who think critically about what they dohy they do it, and what outcomes they hope will results from
the social work practice they do.

Critical thinking is defined as fithe intellect
conceptualizing, applying, analyzing, synthesizing, and/duatiag information gathered from, or
generated by, observation, experience, reflection, reasoning, or communication, as a guide to belief or
actiono (Scriven & Paul, 2004). Cr i solvioggahdtheh i nki n
ability to integrate knowledge from multiple disciplines and theories of human behavior. Throughout the
curriculum, there is an emphasis on critical reflection, or appraisal of various points of view no matter
what the source. The curriculum draws heavily arigd science knowledge and integrates this with
problemsolving phases such as assessment, intervention, and evaluation. In this respect, the curriculum
is designed to teach students to access, integrate, and assess practice and policy related sebaarch t
social problems and to work towards social justice. When critical thinking skills are used effectively, it
leads to transparency and promotes social change, particularly with and on behalf of vulnerable and
oppressed individuals and groups of deop

Brunero6s spiral curriculum format (1991) is wus
flexibility philosophy in the development of higher order critical thinking skills. With this format, topics
are revisited throughout the curriculum, whilergasing the level of difficulty, complexity and depth of
the area and linking new knowledge or information to previous levels of learning on the same topic to
increase the competency of the students. Students will be introduced in the foundatiouputacul
different strategies on how to develop critical thinking. In the advanced curriculum, students will move
towards a higher level of complexity in their thinking because they will be required to analyze problems
from multiple perspectives, evaluate liiple sources of evidence, and address complex issues and
problems incorporating multiple level forces on client systems.
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Foundation Curriculum
The foundation curriculum promotes a generalist perspective in which the simultaneous impact of
manysysten@a | evel s (individuals, families, groups, org
critically analyzed and recognized. The foundabailds upon a liberal arts base that fosters an
understanding of society as a complex organization of diyperggle and ideas. Social problems are
understood as occurring within the nexus of culture, conflict, development, ecology, and systems and as
such, efforts to help or intervene must include consideration of these f@tueents will be able to
critically identify and assess social problems, specifically attending to 1) how such problems are
mai ntained, 2) how they impact the quality of peo
marginalized people, and 4) how to actively promote sooleonomic justice. In the foundation year,
the focus is on the development of critical thinking skills in all the areas mentioned.

Advanced Curriculum i Advanced Social Work Practice

The advanced curriculum seeks to develop the utilization anttatiuh of critical thinking on
alllevelsii n reading professional writing and research,
studentsd own thinking. Consistently monitoring
epistenologies, and utilizing technological advances become basic practice patterns. Specific skill sets
developed include:1) Creating, organizing and integrating ideas and action on engaging diverse client
systems effectively in change; 2) Assessing, camediging and analyzing theoretical, practice and
research problems from multiple perspectives and utilize critical thinking skills to formulate impressions
based upon the data; 3) Analyzing, synthesizing and evaluating the evidence available to gnaladva
social work practice; 4) Synthesizing, formulating and implementing a plan of action for social work
practice that addresses complex issues and problems, builds consensus and incorporatdsvalltiple
forces on client systems; 5) Analyzing and eatihg data of client progress aadtcomes and assess
implications and consequences of this progress and outcon®&mtbesizing, creating, and organizing
ideas from theory, research and practice for social justice; and 7) Demonstrating the abibiyr&ben
culturally competent skills into all aspects of social work practice.

These skills will be used to actively pursue social change, particularly with and on behalf of
vulnerable and oppressed client systems. Students will learn how to becomeitesoleied change
efforts focused primarily on issues of poverty, discrimination, and other forms of social injustice.

To assist graduates in their future professional careers, these skills are organized around three
practice foci: 1) children and familig8) health and mental health, and 3) community and international
practice. These domains give opportunity for students to focus on clustered learning within the context of
these fields of practice. Recognizing that the employment of students afteatgradisi often a function
of geography and personal circumstance, the school allows students the programmatic option of
combining interests among focus areas.

While curricular options do exist for students to develop a certain subgttr expertisehe
recognition of the School that it needs to prepare students more broadly places the principal focus of the
concentration work on a higkvel critical thinking about social work engagement and also on the
translational knowledge and skills that supppott e gr aduat es® movement from o]
another. Once students learn how to learn and how to think about social work practices, and they
understand the components of ethical practice and the responsibility to increase speetfiepfiatdce
expertise, they will be better equipped to practice in a world where knowledge changes and transforms
what we do on a rapidly accelerating curve.

Practicum Credit

Course credit for the Practicum (3 hours for SW 670, SW 671, SW 672, or SW 673) is earned
only when the practicum has been compleg&ddents who withdraw from the practicum do not earn any
credit- either in terms of clock hours or course credit hatdios any time spent in the placement, just as
students who withdraw from other courses do not earn any credit for the hours thettdradedaclass.
Under exceptional circumstances, when students are transferredl flanement setting to another by
the Kent School Director dfield Education the number of clock hour$ any - credited for the initial
placement is determined by thechhy PracticunmLiaison in consultation with the Director Bfeld
Education.

Electives

The Kent School of Social Work provides electives as enrichment to the specialized learning in
the concentration year. Social work jatagl for skills and knowledge that are broader than any narrowly
defined specialization. For example, mental health workers are asked to know psychopathology,
substance abuse, managed care, AIDS, and a range of other substantive areas. Many school social
workers share the need for the same content. In addition, it is noted that social workers frequently change
jobs, often to another field of practice. Social work education seeks to teach students to think critically,
analyze systematically, and know whéwdind information and resources within the context of social
work history, development and values. It is this type of education that best prepares students to function
in a rapidly changing society.

In this curriculum paradigm, electives are considemichment. Some of this enrichment is in
the form of very specific course content that aligns wispecific focus area or specializatiéior
example, a persanterested in the health and mental health focus avagelect to take a course in
psychop#hology to prepare for work in a mental health center or private practice.

MSSW Weekend Program

The Kent School offers a program primarily for working students or commuters from other areas
to earn an MSSW degree by attending classes on Saturday. This program duplicates the weekday
program. The Weekend Program is structured jpatly as a3- or 4-year program in which all courses
are offered on Saturday. Students may combine coursework on Friday and during summers to complete
the program ir2 calendar years. Students who are empldyddTime are discouraged from trying to
complete the rigorous academic schedul2 years and encouraged to consider3lyear track.

Students who attend the Weekend Program have the same requirements and the same privileges
as those attending during the weSkudents may still be requiredtake their practicum hours during the
week They may also find trouble finding an elective of their choosing on a weekend, requiring them to
take the electives they want during the week.

Brescia SatelliteMSSW Program

The Kent School of Social Work, an ongoing collaborative effort takeits MSSW program to
professionals in more remote areas who already have a baccalaureate degree in social work (BSW), offers
an Alternative MSSW Program in conjunction with Brescia University. The alternative prigjra
designed to be convenient to people living in western Kentucky, southern Indiana and northwest
Tennessee. Students who do not hold a BSW degree from an accredited social work program or whose
BSW degree was earned more tfisa years ago will be raqred to complete the é@ourregular
program. The first 30 credits will need to be taken at the Louisville campus.

TheBrescia SatellittSSW Program blends the skills, talents and resources of Brescia
University and University of Louisville. The altetive program allows social workers an avenue for
professional advancement while continuing to serve their clients in the area. The Alternative MSSW
Program includes the same curriculum, policies, and standards as the Kent School's accredited MSSW
Progam. Program operation is determined each year on the basis of aDlstagtents participating
from the site.The degree is awarded by the University of Louisville.

International Social Work Program

typically has at leasineFulbright scholar student from Germany studying at Kent each year. Faculty
have been visiting scholars/lecturers at the Kent School from such countries as Germany, South Africa,
Finland, Poland, Hungary, Italy, Russia and China.

The Kent School has formal exchange agreements with Oulu Polytechnic, Finland; Catholic
School of Social Work, Munich, Germany; College of Health, Nyiregyhaza, Hungary; Rand Afrikaans
University, Johannesbgy South Africa; and West China University of Medical Sciences, Chengdu,
China.

families they work with, but also for the communities in which these families live and work.

The University of Louisville has lang history of involvement in this important area. It began
offering its first MFT courses in the 1970s and in 1983 offered students-Bpetars certificate through
the School of Allied Health. Eleven years later, the Family Therapy Program becamefitipe Kent
School of Social Work. This is currently the only program of its kind in the natibrs the only
officially recognized MFTprogram housed in school ofsocial work.

Today, there ar@ different ways to pursue specialized study of METha University of
Louisville.

TheMaster of Science in Social Wofkerontdogy Specialization program prepares students for
careers in aging. Social workers in aging help older adulttheirfamilies navigate through complex
and seemingly impenetrable systems to access needed services. They are also equipped to monitor
effediveness and appropriateness of health and social services to ensure cost effectiveness (Scharlach, et
al., 2000). The position paper on geriatric social work education, prepared by the Council on Social Work
Education (2002), lists the following areaseapertise that the social worker brings to the
interdisciplinary geriatric team: (a) Social workers safeguard and enhance the quality of life for an aging
population (b) Social workers are well trained in case managen@n®ocial workers are competent
service providers for the padid) Social workers are effective in providing meaningful roles and
opportunities for the agin@nd (e) Social workers are skilled in addressing intergenerational family
needs.

Currently there is a pressing need to traicial workers in aging issues. The National
Association of Deans and Directors of Schools of Social Work, along with the New York Academy of
Medicine, ha undertaken a national strategy to foster resource development and advance social work
expertise in wiking with older adults. The workforce demand projected for gerontological social
workers is an urgent cause for action. While the NIA estimated in 1987 that there were fewer than 30,000
social workers working with the elderly, it projected a need fdd@®Dto 70,000 social workers by 2010
when the Baby Boomers begin to retire (CSWE, 2002, p.1). Both-fainged and intergenerational
competencies must be fostered, and agirlgl at ed i ssues, challenges and e
the social work cuiculum (NADD Task Force on Aging, 2001).

NASW just announced new credentials in aging, where students can now, after earning their
MSSW witha specialization in gerontology, and after writing the state licensure exam, apply to become a
Certified Advancedbocial Worker in Gerontology.

MSSWGER Program Requirements

Kent School is one of a handful of colleges and universities across the country that was selected,
after a competitive process, to offer an innovative new program, the Practicum PartnegtamPto
students interested in the field of gerontology.
