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Applications for Child Abuse Prevention Grants Sought








LOUISVILLE, Ky. (January 22, 2008) –Community and faith-based organizations are invited to apply for ten mini grants – for $2,000 each – from the Partnership to Prevent Child Abuse for child abuse prevention efforts.  Funds can be used for a variety of purposes, including staff development, investigating community needs and desires regarding child abuse issues, enhancing current prevention programs or services, and developing activities to strengthen families in the community.





The Partnership, funded by the U.S. Department of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention, is a two-year program to increase the well being and safety of children and reduce juvenile delinquency in Metro Louisville. The mini grant program is designed to increase the capacity of community and faith-based organizations to provide prevention services that reduce child abuse and neglect in Metro Louisville.  Organizations do not need to have prior experience in child abuse prevention or programming to receive a grant.





Applications are due February 15, 2008. The mini grants must be used by August 30, 2008
