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	Perla Suez is the author of Trilogía de Entre Ríos (Editorial Norma, 2006), three novels that take place in Entre Ríos, the Argentine province where thousands of Jewish immigrants settled at the end of the nineteenth century, including the author’s own great-grandparents. The three novels, Lethargy, The Arrest, and Complot have been translated by Rhonda Dahl Buchanan and published in one volume The Entre Ríos Trilogy (U of New Mexico P, 2006). Suez is also the author of award-winning children’s fiction and was the founding director of CEDILIJ, a research center for children’s literature. Her novel Letargo was a finalist for the Premio Mundial de Literature Rómulo Gallegos in 2001 and Complot a finalist for the Premio Internacional Grinzane Cavour in 2005. The author holds a degree in literature from the Universidad Nacional de Córdoba and teaches classes and conducts literary workshops in Córdoba.
