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	Independent scholar, journalist, and activist, Dr. Dan La Botz has written books on labor and politics in Mexico and the United States, including: The Crisis of Mexican Labor, Mask of Democracy: Labor Suppression in Mexico Today; Democracy in Mexico: Peasant Rebellion and Political Reform, and César Chávez and La Causa. La Botz earned a Ph.D. in history from the University of Cincinnati, and has taught at Northern Kentucky University, the University of Cincinnati, and Miami University in Oxford, Ohio. In 2004, La Botz helped organize the Coalición por los Derechos y la Dignidad de los Inmigrantes, an organization of Latino immigrants in the Cincinnati area. His most recent research and writing focus on the immigrant movement in the United States. For the 6th Annual LALS Heritage Lecture, Dr. La Botz will speak about the particular issues that Latino immigrants to the Midwest and the South have faced as they establish themselves as an integral part of our society.
