K23 Grant Supplement Program Information

Purpose: The purpose of the School of Medicine K23 Grant Supplement Program is to provide salary support to junior faculty who are funded by an active NIH K23 award. Funds are limited and awards will be made contingent on availability of funds.

Eligibility: Any full-time faculty member of the School of Medicine who has received a K23 Award from the NIH is eligible to apply.

Amount and period of support: The maximum award is $10,000 and the period of support is for one year. Awards may be renewed annually dependent upon submission of a Progress Report/renewal application and availability of funds. 

Timing:
Applications are accepted at any time. The review process and decision on funding will be completed within one month of receipt of the application. 


Review Criteria and Process:
The Chair of the Research Committee will approve or disapprove the application. The principal criteria for this determination will be: (a) an active K23 award; (b) demonstration of a gap between the amount of UofL committed salary and the amount of salary provided by the K23 award; (c) provision of a work plan signed by the Departmental Chair attesting to the appropriate time commitment to the project; and (d) if the application is a request for a renewal of a K23 supplement award, appropriate progress on the project based on review of the Progress Report (see below for further information on Progress Reports). The Chair of the Research Committee will provide a written response to the applicant.

Progress Report

Applications for renewal of the K23 supplement award must be accompanied by a Progress Report that details the progress made on the project during the previous 11 months, i.e., an NIH-style Progress Report must be submitted 30 days prior to the anniversary date of the initial award as part of the renewal application.  All renewals are subject to annual SOM Research Committee approval, and awards are contingent on the availability of funds. 
Final report:
Submission of a final comprehensive Progress Report is required within 60 days of completion of the final year of support, and should be submitted to the Research Office and must contain the following:

1. A summary (two pages maximum) describing the studies performed, the outcomes and their relationship to the Specific Aims of the K23 award.

AND

2. Evidence (e.g., copy of the application cover page and abstract or summary sheet of review) that the Principle Investigator has made an attempt to secure extramural funding based on the K23 award and the grant awarded by the Research Committee. If no attempt has been made to seek extramural funding, the PI must provide a written explanation of why this has not been possible.

Acknowledgment:
Unless otherwise instructed by the Office of the Dean, any publication (e.g., manuscript, abstract, etc) resulting from research supported by a School of Medicine Research Committee Award should contain the following statement in the acknowledgments: “This work was supported in part by a grant from the University of Louisville School of Medicine.” A copy of such a paper or abstract should be sent to the Research Committee office.

Submission:
Grant applications must be submitted as PDF files sent as email attachments to the HSC Research Office. Except for the cover pages, the grant application must be in a directly-generated (not scanned) PDF file. To submit:

* Download the Cover Page and K23 Grant application DOC files from this website.

* Complete all sections by filling in the requested information and/or pasting in text as necessary.

* Except for the Cover Page, generate a PDF file directly from the DOC file using Adobe Acrobat. This should be available in the department or division office. Do not print and scan the grant as this may produce illegible copies.

* For the cover page, print and sign the form. You may scan this signed cover page to produce the PDF of the signed document. (Alternatively you may insert a scanned copy of your signature into the DOC file and then directly generate the PDF file as indicated above.)
