Third Year Curriculum

The Third Year clerkships run concurrently throughout the academic year from July to June. The sequence of clerkships is organized on a track
basis. Each student selects his/her track schedule near the end of the second year.

Fourth Year Curriculum

The Fourth Year clinical rotations and electives run concurrently throughout the academic year from July to early May. In addition to required
rotations in medicine, surgery, perioperative medicine (anesthesiology), and neurology, students must also select one AHEC rotation and one ambulatory
rotation in any discipline. Each of these required rotations is four weeks in length. Students are also required to take at least fourteen weeks of electives
and return at the end of the year for a “Transition to Residency” Week.
