KBML Policy for Resident Rotation Exemptions

The Kentucky board of Medical Licensure adopts the following procedures to be followed for Residency Rotation exemptions:

1.  Must be licensed in another state (Includes limited/training licenses)

2.  Rotation must not exceed 60 days.

3.  Applicants may rotate as many times as needed within the calendar year as long as each rotation does not exceed 60 days.

4.  For consideration of a location other than a hospital, the residency Program Director will need to submit a letter stating that the rotation to be completed in a clinic and/or office setting is an actual part of the residency training curriculum.  It will also need to list the name(s) of the supervising physician(s) during the entire rotation.

5.  Upon meeting the above requirements, approval will be made by Board Staff.

For visiting residents from states that exempt residents from licensure:   Individuals who are eligible (have completed PG 2 year) can apply for a temporary license at a reduced fee ($75).  The are still required to go through the regular application process including FCVS, but do not need the FBI background check or AIDS certification.
