Course description:  This course can be taken as an elective and is designed to be an extension of the studio as it gives opportunity to learn intonation, blend, balance, styles, and imitation. The students registered for this course must be undergraduate students.
Materials covered:  Trumpet Ensemble Literature is chosen based upon the enrollment of the class and upon the general ability of the students in the ensemble.  Approximately half of the semester is spent on trumpet ensemble rehearsal and performance.  Top 50 Orchestral Excerpts by Norris, published by Crown Music Press is the only required text for the class each semester.
Trumpet Orchestral Literature: is studied for the second half of the semester.
Grading policy:  Grading is based solely on attendance (50%) and class participation (50%).  Class participation includes arriving on time and warmed up, with all music, and having practiced all music before arriving to class.
Attendance policy:  Students are expected to attend all class meetings.  A record of attendance at each rehearsal will be kept. Unexcused absences will result in a drop of one letter grade.  Excessive absences will be reported to the Office of the Dean.

Office Hours.     Office hours will be posted each week on my door.  In addition, individual meetings may be scheduled at any time by appointment.
Policy on Instructional Modifications.  Students with disabilities, who need reasonable modifications to complete assignments successfully and otherwise satisfy course criteria, are encouraged to meet with the instructor as early in the course as possible to identify and plan specific accommodations.  Students will be asked to supply a letter from the Disability Resource Center to assist in planning modifications.

Requirements and Expectations:  The trumpet ensemble will perform on at least one convocation during the semester.  An occasional off-campus performance of additional rehearsals may be scheduled during the course of the semester.  All students are expected to prepare and practice the ensemble music and orchestral excerpts before coming to class and throughout the semester.  Each student should strive to maintain a positive and constructive attitude in rehearsals and should work toward improving intonation, style, technique, knowledge of literature, knowledge of chamber music performance practice, and musicianship.
