Course description:  Techniques of trumpet studio teaching (1 semester).

Prerequisites: Senior College or Graduate standing in the School of Music.

Course objectives: Trumpet Pedagogy is designed to prepare students for applied studio teaching of trumpet.

Grading policy:  Grades are based on the quality of student presentations (20%), attendance and class participation (20%), observations (20%), practice teaching (20%), and final project/final exam  (20%). When undergraduates take this course, they will have half the number of observations as the graduate students; half the presentations in class as the graduate students; class presentations will be 30 minutes instead of 50 minutes.

Attendance policy:  Students are expected to attend all class meetings. A record of attendance will be kept for each class. Unexcused absences will result in a drop of one letter grade.  Excessive absences will be reported to the Office of the Dean.

Class Participation: Each student will be responsible for several oral presentations to the class on assigned topics. Graduate students are expected to have a 50-minute presentation, and undergraduates a 30-minute presentation. In addition each, student should participate in discussion at every meeting. 

Observations: Each graduate student will also be required to observe 4 lessons (2 by Dr. Tunnell and 2 by Herbert Koerselman or Ansyn Banks), and submit written reports on this observation. Undergraduates will be responsible for 2 observations (1 br Dr. Tunnell and 1 by Herbert Koerselman or Ansyn Banks).

Practice Teaching: Each student will be responsible for teaching 3 10-minute lessons within the semester: 1.a beginner, 2. an intermediate student, and 3. a university level player.

Final Exam: A final exam will be given at the scheduled time in finals week.

Final Project: Each student will keep a journal of the semester’s work, including their own assigned topics, and this will be turned in by the first day of finals week.

Office Hours.     Office hours will be posted each week on my door.  In addition, individual meetings may be scheduled at any time by appointment.
Policy on Instructional Modifications.  Students with disabilities, who need reasonable modifications to complete assignments successfully and otherwise satisfy course criteria, are encouraged to meet with the instructor as early in the course as possible to identify and plan specific accommodations.  Students will be asked to supply a letter from the Disability Resource Center to assist in planning modifications.

Requirements and Expectations:  there will be outside reading, listening, and library research.   Each student will be required to keep a journal or notebook (which will constitute the final project), which will be turned in before finals week.  Each student will be required to give several class presentations during a semester and must turn in a paper (typewritten) to support the presentation. Written reports on the observations will be typewritten.

Policy on Academic Dishonesty: Each student will be required to sign a statement pledging academic honesty each semester.

Technology Expectations: All assignments must be word-processed. The use of e-mail is expected to make communication as easy as possible. Each student must provide me with his or her e-mail address at the beginning of the semester.
