Thank you for requesting more information about Faculty positions in the 2010 Governor's Scholars Program.  During the coming summer, the Program will occur on three Kentucky college campuses on the following dates: the first session from June 20 until July 24; the second session from June 26 until July 30; and the third session from June 27 until July 31.  

GSP Faculty members are part of a living/learning/working community that is without grades, tests, or academic credit for six intense weeks—one planning week that precedes each campus’s Opening Day and the following five weeks of the program itself.  During that time, every faculty member must be prepared to take an active role, not only in the classroom, but also during some evening and weekend activities.

Faculty members will receive a minimum stipend of $5,700 for the six weeks in addition to free room and board on the college campus to which they are assigned.
