Scholarship Information and Application

The Roberta Kniffley African-American Psychology Scholarship is designed to help cover the cost of education for outstanding African-American students pursuing an undergraduate degree in Psychology. For example, the scholarship might be used to partially cover the costs of tuition, textbooks, or housing. A maximum of three scholarships worth $300 each will be awarded in Fall 2011.
Eligibility: African-American students who are enrolled in the College of Arts & Sciences and pursuing an undergraduate degree in Psychology (B.A. or B.S.) are eligible for the scholarship provided they 1) are in good academic standing, 2) have a G.P.A. in psychology courses of at least 3.5, and 3) have an overall G.P.A. of at least 3.0. Students in any year of their studies are eligible but preference is given to sophomores and juniors.
Application process: Applicants must submit an application form (see next page) and an unofficial transcript. Completed application forms should be sent as an email attachment (in Word document format) to Dr. Keith B. Lyle, Chair, Friends of Psychology Committee, at keith.lyle@louisville.edu. Unofficial transcripts may also be sent by email or a hard copy may be left in Dr. Lyle’s mailbox in Life Sciences 317.  If leaving a hard copy, please attach a note indicating that you are applying for the scholarship.
Application Deadlines: 

The application deadline for the Spring 2012 scholarship is Monday, February 20, 2012.  The recipients will be determined no later than Tuesday, February 28, 2012.

Terms of Award: By the end of the semester in which they receive the scholarship, recipients are required to submit a brief (150 words maximum) statement describing how they used the scholarship to advance their educational goals.  Usage statements should be sent as an email attachment (in Word document format) to keith.lyle@louisville.edu.
