	“We do not have a policy in place but I have been able to negotiate either that we will not
be responsible for storage or its costs three years after we complete the study. ‘Institution 
will not be financially responsible for storage of Study records three (3) years after
completion or termination of institution’s participation in the Study. Institution may contact
Sponsor at that time to discuss alternative storage arrangements at Sponsor’s expense.’

Just recently one of the sponsors did not want to agree to that but rather wanted a dollar amount. So, we agreed to $400 per year or $4,800 over 12 years.” 

Laurie Kemble: This is an interesting way, any problems with the negotiation, does it slow the contract at all?

“It does not seem to cause any more problems than I normally have with language revisions. This is new to the sponsors but if most of the AHCs start requesting it, the sponsors will eventually get used to it.

The one sponsor that wanted the dollar amount listed instead of the ‘not responsible language’ did drag out the negotiations for a couple more weeks. But the research coordinator wanted the fee and so did the PI. I think the backing of the PI &/or Research Coordinator is an important piece. A lot of the Coordinators here realize that they can no longer afford to absorb this cost.”
