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· Are designated areas going to be hard to get to?
· What is the purpose of having just a few?
· Disagree with the ban, but would compromise with designated areas
· See UPS
· Safety issue (having to go off campus)
· Can the University determine and regulate healthy behavior?
· “There is no way that I am going to stop” if the enforcement is not significant
· Hollow threat
· Move ash trays away from the doorways
· Enforce current policy (50 ft from buildings)
· Argues that this isn’t a health risk (second hand smoke)
· Does this apply to all tobacco? 
· No, there is no health risk to others from chewing tobacco 
· What are the specifics of the Senate Resolution
· It was tabled to allow for discussion
· Who is responsible for enforcing this?
· Not DPS
· Resident Assistants?
· What is the budget for this?
· Can we put a monetary value on students health?
· What would need to be paid for? 
· Designated areas
· Would this be a structure or just a location?
· Enforcement
· Could be RAs
· Will automatically be decreased since it is a rule
· Some argue that it isn’t going to make people quit smoking
· WHAS interview showed other people that responded otherwise
· Other polls have shown that students will quit
· Special products available from the University
· Initiatives to give resources to quit smoking
· Patches, gum, classes, etc. 
· Funded by Humana (not UofL, at least for the most part)
· Provost’s intentions are not to demonize smokers
· Would there be a “free time” for the ban so that people would not have to go off campus at late nights
· Locations regarding smoking
· Library where are they going to be? Are they going to be evenly spaced?
· Sometimes you may “need” a cigarette during finals, for example
· Responded that there may be exemptions during night hours
· A student requested studies referring to second hand smoke
· UK fines students if they smoke
· What is the definition of campus? 
· Public roads, sidewalks, etc.
