NATIONAL SURVEY OF STUDENT ENGAGEMENT SUMMARY
2004-2006

Early in 2004, the Vice President for Student Affairs led the Division in a process to evaluate the 2003 NSSE results.   The goal was for each Student Affairs department to develop strategies using the NSSE results to guide our efforts to improve programs and services to students.    The Vice President contacted Dr. George Kuh for recommendations, and was referred to the VPSA and Associate Vice President/ Director of Enrollment Management at Texas State University.   In early December 2003, a conference call was held between Dr. Gifford and Dr. Jim Studer, VPSA, and Dr. Joanne Smith, AVP/Director of Enrollment Management at Texas State.    
In February, 2004, based on the Texas State suggestions and recommendations, a Student Affairs Management Team (Directors, Associate and Assistant Directors) meeting was held.   Each question on the NSSE was evaluated regarding applicability to Student Affairs programs and services and determined to be either related, somewhat related, or not related.      Departments held brainstorming sessions to discuss strategies and identify specific programmatic efforts     based on the NSSE responses.     Department heads were asked to be accountable for this project by including the NSSE strategies in their 2005 goals and objectives.    Departments were asked to assess results and report status via the Student Affairs annual report process.      

As a continuing analysis of NSSE results, in February 2006 the 2005 NSSE means comparison report was distributed to the Student Affairs leadership team and subsequently distributed (related questions) for use as indicators for developing student learning outcomes at the Student Learning Outcomes Workshop on 2/28/06.   Department heads were asked to identify indicator (e.g. NSSE, Learning Reconsidered, CAS standards) for each SLO for the 2006/07 year.  
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
