· One of 3 (THREE) upper level guaranteed entrance seats to the Nursing program for ROTC Nursing students that has a cumulative 3.0 GPA from their Sophomore year of College/meets Nursing class prequisites
· Nurse Summer Training Program (2 month paid internship between Junior/Senior Summer)
· Guaranteed a Second Lieutenant Commission into the Army Nurse Corps, if Cadet goes Active Duty, Guard, or Reserves after graduating with a Bachelor of Science in Nursing/successfully passes the NCLEX
· $200.00 towards the NCLEX exam
Minimum qualifications for a 4-year Army ROTC scholarship:
· Be a U.S. citizen 

· Be between the ages of 17 and 31 for scholarship, up to 39yrs old for Guard/Reserves
· Have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0 cumulative GPA when applying to the College of Nursing
· Meet physical/medical requirements
· Agree to accept a commission and serve in the Army on Active Duty or in a Reserve Component (U.S. Army Reserve or Army National Guard)
