education. Founded in 1798, the University of Louisville is a nationally recognized, state supported
metropolitan research university and academic medical center across three campuses in Kentucky's
largest metropolitan area. The University enrolls approximately 22,000 undergraduate and graduate
students, offering graduate, professional, baccalaureate, and associate degrees, as well as certi×cates, in
over 170 ×elds of study. The University is comprised of 12 schools and colleges, including: Arts &
Sciences; Business; Dentistry; Education & Human Development; the School of Interdisciplinary and
Graduate Studies; the Kent School of Social Work; the Brandeis School of Law; Medicine; Music;
Nursing; Public Health & Information Sciences; and the Speed School of Engineering. The University is
committed to the intellectual, cultural, and economic development of its diverse communities and
citizens.

The CFO will join the University of Louisville at a critical time for rede×ning the ×nancial infrastructure
and providing bold thinking necessary to assist the President and Provost in delivering transformational
education and student experiences. Providing leadership to a large and diverse team, the CFO will
oversee and strengthen the University’s ×nancial units in order to execute the University’s strategic
plan, support innovation, and ful×ll the mission of the University.
