4. Applications will be accepted until January 28, 2013.  Applicants MUST use the attached form (available at http://uofl.me/as-gsu). Applications will be reviewed and funds awarded based on the quality of the application. Be sure to attach a brief budget outlining expected expenses for your project.   You may also attach any other supporting documents, including but not limited to abstracts, travel itineraries, flight/hotel quotes, and software/product descriptions. If you are driving to and from your destination for research or conference travel, please include total mileage. The GSU reserves the right to vet all applications to verify need and authenticity.

6.  Award recipients will be notified by email no later than February 1 with further instructions.
