Strategic Plan/Scorecard Background

UofL's strategic plan, The 2020 Plan Making it Happen, has created the goal for the university to become a "national model" for its community engagement and for serving as a transforming agent in the life of the community, the Commonwealth, the nation, and the world. 
The growth of initiatives like the Signature Partnership, Ideas to Action (i2a), sustainability and increased outreach efforts in each unit and the creation of co-curricular activities by Student Affairs will result in significant increases in community service projects and community-based instructional and research efforts. In order to begin measuring this growth a system for capturing community engagement partnership data on an annual basis has been developed. 
This specific data collection will address scorecard goal: 3.1.a - Increase university presence (number of activities) throughout Kentucky. Increase the total number of university related activities throughout Kentucky having an impact in the areas of education, health, economic development, and social and human services.
Sustainability/STARS

The Sustainability Tracking, Assessment & Rating System (STARS) is a voluntary self-reporting framework for colleges and universities to gauge progress toward sustainability and earn recognition for sustainability leadership. The STARS 1.0 Credit Checklist provides a snapshot of the credits included in STARS 1.0. There are two public engagement credits tied to partnerships, the information gathered from the university’s partnership data collection will be used for this report.
