From a UPDC perspective I want to provide a quick update: 

Belknap Campus: The new Miller parking lot is coming along. It will provide 70 plus parking 

spaces. The final asphalt coating will be done in about 3 weeks. We have started with another 

parking area which is along Brook Street just south of Eastern Parkway. That area will offer 

about 150 parking spaces, to be finished in the middle of August. We are also renovating 6 

housing lobbies currently and investing about 100K in each one of them. All those spaces will be 

complete by the beginning of August; Crum Hall and the new Housing building next to the SAC 

is almost complete and will offer a combined 600 plus beds for students. 

Health Science Campus: The Medical Dental Apartment building is in the process to be 

demolished. We are currently doing the abatement and will start with the RFP for the 

demolition services; we are looking at the actual demo with in about 2- 3 months from now; 
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
