How students get a Campus Housing Room Assignment for
2019—2020

e Room Retention (i.e. wanting to stay in the same room)

= The Room Retention process is when students can choose to remain in their same room for the following year.
For a student to be able to retain their same room for the following year, students must live in an eligible upper-
level residence hall and be able to fill at least 50% of the bed spaces in their unit. Therefore, students are able to
pull in other students to be able to meet this requirement as long as have a completed Upper-Level Housing
Application.

= For any student currently living in a room that is designated for First-Year Students, or First-Year Living-Learning
(LLC) or Themed Communities (TC), will not be permitted to return to the same room. Students are not
guaranteed that their room will be available for Room Retention.

e General Room Selection
= The General Room Selection process involves students selecting their rooms at their assigned time. The
selection order is based on a lottery number assigned to students at random based on the number of
semesters they have lived with Campus Housing. In addition to the individual selecting their bed space, they
will also have the ability to select the bed spaces of their intended roommates at the time of selection.

PN The Room Retention and General Room Selection Processes is new for all upper-level students who are
\ wanting to live with Campus Housing for the 2019—2020. Students should review all the information below
to make sure they fully understand which process they will be participating in.
e Students who participate in Room Retention
= If Campus Housing is able to accommodate a students request to stay in their same space and they are able to
fill at least 50% of the bed spaces in their unit, students will not receive a lottery number and will not need
participate in the General Room Selection Process.
= If Campus Housing is not able to accommodate a students request to remain in their same space or a student is
not able to fill at least 50% of the bed spaces in their unit, the student will receive communication from the
Campus Housing team with information regarding their lottery number and will need to participate in the General
Room Selection Process.
o Students who will participate in General Room Selection Process
= Students will select a space manually/in-person
¢ Students will come to the Miller Hall First-Year Resource Center (FYRC) to view floor plans of the upper-
level residence halls and the spaces that are available within those halls. Students will then choose their
room assignment from the spaces that are open.
= Dates & Times
O General Room Selection will take place during the week of March 5—8th
0 The specific date and time of when a student will be able to select a space will be sent to each student via
their UofL email address from the Campus Housing team.
= If students have enough preferred roommate(s) to fill a full unit
¢ Students who have enough preferred roommates to fill a full unit (i.e. students wanting to live in a four (4)
bedroom unit who have four (4) individuals who can fill that unit) will be able to come on the very first day
and time slot of the General Room Selection Process to select their bed spaces.
* At least one individual who would be living in that unit would need to be available to select for all other
preferred roommates as long as each individual not present have:
¢ Completed an Upper-Level Housing Application
¢ Properly filled out a Room Selection Proxy Form sent to them by the Campus Housing team and
have given that form to the individual who present at General Room Selection
¢ Students who have a preferred roommate(s) but are not able to fill a full unit
* At least one individual who would be living in that unit would be able to come during the first available
lottery time frame between all of the preferred roommate(s) to select for all other preferred roommates
as long as each individual not present have:
¢ Completed an Upper-Level Housing Application
¢ Properly filled out a Room Selection Proxy Form sent to them by the Campus Housing team and
have given that form to the individual who present at General Room Selection
¢ Students who do not have preferred roommate(s)
*  These students will come to select a space during their assigned lottery time frame.
¢ If a student cannot make it to select a room during their assigned lottery time frame are able to come
anytime after their designated lottery time frame as long as the General Room Selection Process is
taking place.
e Students who complete an Upper-Level Housing Application but do not go through Room Retention or
General Room Selection
= Students who have a completed Upper-Level Housing Application and do not participate in Room Retention or
the General Room Selection Process will be assigned by the Campus Housing team to the first available upper-
level space. Once this assignment is made, the student will be informed of their room assignment via their UofL
email account.

Free Laundry: New for 2019—2020

Campus Housing is pleased, with the recommendation of SGA and RHA, to move towards a managed laundry program
for Bettie Johnson and University Tower Apartment residents for 2019—2020. This means that each student living in

those halls will be able to do two (2) washer and two (2) dryer loads a week at no cost to them. Cardinal Towne and
University Pointe residents will continue to have free laundry within their apartments. Students can save their pennies
for a rainy day!

Availability & Cost

Campus Housing knows that part of what goes into a student’s decision to live somewhere is the cost that they will need
to pay. By living in an upper-level residence hall, all housing charges will be assessed to their student account. These
costs include housing charges per semester but do not include the mandatory meal plan that students acquire by living
with Campus Housing. Information on the mandatory meal plan can be found on the Campus Housing website at http://
louisville.edu/housing/options/rates. Please also note that 12 month license agreements (August—July 31) the only
option for students wanting to live in Cardinal Towne or University Pointe for 2019—2020. Students wanting to live in
Bettie Johnson Hall or University Tower Apartments will only have the option for 9 month license agreements (August—
May).

Please be aware that our Cancellation Policy has been updated and Campus Housing wants to make sure HOUSING
that all students are aware of these changes. :

Cancellation Policy U CAMPUS

Students who fill out the Upper-Level Housing Application and choose to cancel their housing license
agreement more than 72 hours after being notified of their housing assignment will be held
accountable to pay one full semester of housing cost based on their room assignment.

So, what does this mean for students applying to live in an upper-level residence hall?
e Students who go through Room Retention (i.e. wanting to stay in their same room)
= Students will be held accountable for the Cancellation Policy after 72 hours of being notified of the Campus
Housing room assignment via their UofL email account. If a student cancels their housing license agreement within

72 hours of being notified of their Campus Housing room assignment via their UofL email account will not be held
accountable to the Cancellation Policy.

e Students who go through the Room Selection Process
= |If students are not interested in the spaces that are available during the Room Selection Process, they are able to
cancel their housing license agreement at that time and will not be held accountable to the Cancellation Policy.
= If a student goes through the Room Selection Process and chooses a room assignment, they will be held
accountable for the Cancellation Policy after 72 hours of being notified of their Campus Housing room assignment
via their UofL email account.
e Students who do not go through Room Retention or General Room Selection
= If a student does not go through Room Retention or the General Room Selection Process, they will be given a
room assignment by the Campus Housing team. Students held accountable for the Cancellation Policy after 72
hours of being notified of their Campus Housing room assignment via their UofL email account.
e Students who can provide proof of transferring universities, graduation or withdrawal from UofL
= Students will not be held to the Cancellation Policy with the submission of a Financial Appeal Request which can
be found on the Campus Housing website at https://louisville.edu/housing/forms/requests/fiappeal
e Students who participate in an educational program that requires out-of-town residency (outside of 40 miles)
for part of the academic year
= Students will not be held to the Cancellation Policy with the submission of a Financial Appeal Request which can
be found on the Campus Housing website at https://louisville.edu/housing/forms/requests/fiappeal
e Students who cancel prior to October 15, 2019 at 11:59 PM for Spring 2020
= Students will be held to the Cancellation Policy and will not be prorated for the time within their space for Fall
2019. Students will not incur any other charge.
e Students who cancel after October 16, 2019 until December 10, 2019 at 11:59 PM for Spring 2020
= Students will be held to the Cancellation Policy and will not be prorated for the time within their space for Fall
2019. Students will then be charged half of a semester of housing cost based on their room assignment.

**Students who wish to cancel their housing license agreement must fill out a “Cancellation Request” which can
be found on the Campus Housing website at https://louisville.edu/housing/forms/requests/cancellation.

Top 5 Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)

1. Is there a fee to apply for housing?

If you have lived on campus previously, and have already paid the $100 application fee, you will not be charged an application
fee again.

2. How do students log into the Housing Portal?

To log in to the Housing Portal students will use their seven (7) digit student ID number as the username and leave the
password field blank. If a student has changed their Housing Portal password previously, the student will use the password they
created. If a student still has issues with logging into their Housing Portal, they will need to reach out the Campus Housing team
from their UofL email account to oncampus@louisville.edu with their full name and their seven (7) digit student ID number.

3. What if a student is unable to make their assigned time during the General Room Selection Process?
Students who are not able to be in attendance who have any preferred roommates are able to fill out a Room Selection Proxy
Form sent to them by the Campus Housing team. They will then fully complete that form and give it to a preferred roommate who
is present at General Room Selection who will then select a space for that student. If a student does not have a preferred
roommate cannot make it to General Room Selection during their assigned lottery time frame are able to come anytime after
their designated lottery time frame as long as the General Room Selection Process is taking place.

4. Can students get a 9 month license agreement for Cardinal Towne or University Pointe?

Students who are wanting to live in Cardinal Towne and University Pointe only have an option for a 12 month license agreement
Campus Housing is not allowing for 9 month license agreements in these buildings. Students who are a member of a UofL
athletic team need to discuss with their coach their housing options.

5. What if a student is still unsure of where they want to live for 2019—20207?

If a student is unsure if they want to live with Campus Housing or pursue another housing opportunity, we strongly encourage
those students to not complete the Upper-Level Housing Application. Once a student is 100% committed to living in an upper-
level residence hall is when they should complete the Upper-Level Housing Application.
