For consideration for promotion from Associate Professor to Professor of Pediatrics (Term), with excellence in teaching. My average work assignment (7/2010-7/2015) is 36.5% teaching, 42% clinical service, 6.5% non-clinical service, and 15% research.
As an Associate Program Director for the residency program in pediatrics, I have led our curriculum for scholarly activity and evidence based medicine, co-led our resident recruitment efforts, and implemented an online didactic curriculum for our emergency medicine rotation. Through collaborations formed through the Research and Scholarship Task Force of the Association of Pediatric Program Directors, I have presented nationally and published on important topics pertaining to scholarly activity in residency. I have contributed to the education of faculty and trainees in pediatrics and pediatric emergency medicine through selection of abstracts for presentation at national meetings, moderation of platform sessions, and service on the editorial boards of AAP Grand Rounds and Academic Emergency Medicine. Utilizing my background in epidemiology, I have also led clinical research activities for the Division of Emergency Medicine. In sum, these activities have led to significant productivity for the Department of Pediatrics in the areas education and clinical research, and recognition via awards for excellence in teaching and mentorship from fellows and faculty.
