Summer Research Scholar Program

May 19 –July 25, 2025
The Summer Research Scholar Program (SRSP) provides a ten-week summer research experience to rising 2nd-year medical students interested in summer research.  There is a stipend of $4,500-$5,000 (depending on the sponsor of the funding).  The goal of the SRSP is to provide medical students who are interested in research the opportunity to participate in a research project and expose them to the research environment of an academic medical center and the activities of academic physicians and scientists.
Because the SRSP requires an appreciable time commitment to the research project, Summer Research Scholars will not be able to participate in another full-time activity (e.g. domestic or international clinical experience, prematriculation program, other summer job, etc.) during the ten weeks of the SRSP. Participants are not allowed vacation time-off. This program requires a minimum of 10 weeks hands-on laboratory training. Students have three university holidays (Memorial Day, Juneteenth, and July 4th) during the 10-week period. Students may only participate in one summer research program.
