Answering Questions

Refresh prior to answering each question. Doing so

will save time and ensure the remote is in the correct
question mode before you begin to enter your answer.

Multiple Choice

Multiple Choice questions require a single response

Numeric responses can
include up to eight figures (numbers 0-9, negative/minus
sign, scientific/exponent notation) and a decimal point.

@ Press Question Mode/Refresh to put the remote in
the correct question mode.

Press Up/Down to scroll through the list of
numbers and symbols.

Press Left/Right to select a figure and move the
