Exhibit: “Capturing Women'’s History:
Quilts, Activism, and Storytelling”
(continues through Saturday, March 19)
Featuring the International Honor Quilt exhibited for the first time in
its entirety, this exhibition explores Judy Chicago’s significant social
engagement. Facilitated by Susan Hill and Diane Gelon, the Interna-
tional Honor Quilt consists of 539 individual triangular quilts pro-
duced by women and groups from around the country to celebrate
individuals, women’s organizations, and women’s issues. In addition
to the quilt, the Hot Flash Fan (1985) will also be on display. Initiated
by Ann Stewart Anderson and Judy Chicago , the work includes the
participation of 50 Kentucky artists and incorporates mixed media
approaches to quilting. The exhibition includes a rare opportunity to
view historical documentation of the making of the quilts, to listen to
stories about each quilt, and to learn how art can inspire social
